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Driving to the A-Zone Range from South Austin 
 

Here’s driving directions from Austin with photos of key landmarks. 
Take Hwy 71 east to Bastrop. As you are crossing over the river, you’ll see the sign for 
the Texas 21 / Texas 95 exit. 
 

 
 

Take the Texas 21 / Texas 95 exit. 
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Turn left and go under the overpass, toward the Buc-ees. 
 

 
 
Drive past the Buc-ees (on your right) and continue to the next intersection.  
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Turn right onto Texas 21 at the traffic light. 
 

 
 
 
 

 
 
 
Continue down Texas 21 east until you reach the Hwy 290 overpass.  Continue straight, 
over Hwy 290, on Texas 21, for 7 miles. 
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When you see the Manheim Parish Hall on your right 
 

 
 

Start looking to your left for CR 107. There’s a big “BeefMasters” sign on the corner 
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Turn left on CR107 and go about 3 miles. Stay to the right when you reach the CR 106 / 
CR 107 fork in the road 

 
 

After the fork in the road, stay on CR 107 and continue driving. You will pass several 
houses and farms, then CR 107 makes a right angle turn, and the pavement changes. 
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Keep going on CR 107 another 0.2 mile, until it intersects CR 145. TURN RIGHT! 
DO NOT TURN LEFT!  This is the most common error people make. 
 

 
. 
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If the gate is open, drive on through. Watch out for dogs, cows, deer and other animals.   
Follow the road about 400 yards to the range. Park in the marked area by the cattle pen.
